Transfer Students 

¶ Students wishing to transfer to Saint Joseph's High School from other high schools will be considered based on their 
transcripts, the space available in the needed classes for the student, the disciplinary and attendance record of the student 
at the other school, and the reason(s) for transfer. 

¶ Students moving into the area are generally considered for all grade levels based on the above criteria. 

¶ Students enrolled in local schools are generally not considered for transfer during their senior year.  They rarely can meet 
Saint Joseph's High School graduation requirements in one year. 

¶ Students transferring to Saint Joseph's High School must meet the same graduation requirements as any other student. 

¶ Students transferring from non-Christian schools will have the Theology requirement waived for the years of attendance at 
another school; however the requirement of 48 credits is not changed. 

¶ Students transferring from non-Catholic schools will begin their Theology requirements with Catholic Doctrine. 

¶ Credits for home study are not generally accepted at Saint Joseph's High School, unless approved in advance. 

¶ Students interested in interscholastic athletics must adhere to all IHSAA eligibility rules and regulations. 

¶ Students wishing to transfer to Saint Joseph's High School are considered at the beginning of the semester and generally 
not during the semester. 

¶ When necessary, the same criteria listed for accepting new students will apply to acceptance of transfer students. 

¶ The Director of Student Services will make a final decision relative to credits acceptable for transfer. 
  

International Exchange Students

apply: 

¶ Students must be part of a formal exchange program recognized by NASSP and the state of Indiana or living with a relative. 

¶ Guardianship form must be completed through the Office of the Director of Student Services. 

¶ Students must connect with host families prior to the first day of school.

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¶ Students who choose to come for credit must pay full tuition and fees.  They will receive normal grade reports, transcripts, 

etc. If eligibility requirements are met, they may participate in IHSAA athletics. They may receive a diploma if appropriate 
previous credits are accepted. 

¶ International Exchange students will begin their Theology requirements with Catholic Doctrine. 

¶ Students who choose to come for audit must pay half-tuition and all fees. They will receive a certificate of attendance and 
no final transcripts. They are not eligible to participate in any interscholastic activities such as IHSAA athletics. 

¶ If needed, students must secure I-20 forms from the Director of Student Services several months in advance of possible 
acceptance. The diocesan superintendent of schools must approve all I-20 forms. 

¶ Students must meet all immunization requirements, 

¶ Students must meet all school attendance and disciplinary requirements and attend monthly meetings after school. 
 

REGISTRATION 

Incoming Freshmen 

All incoming ninth graders are required to take a placement test. Placement tests are given in December and January. Once the 

placement test is complete, registration forms are mailed to students. Information regarding course selection is mailed to registered 

students in February. 

Course recommendations will consider the transcripts and teacher recommendations in addition to the Placement Exam score and 

other criteria.

Special Placement Possibilities:  Mathematics, World Languages, Basic Skills 

A student may earn credit for Algebra 1 taken in Middle School provided: 

1. The transcript received from Middle School specifies Algebra as the math course taken, not just math. 
2. A formal grade is given for the class (pass/fail grades cannot be accepted). 
3. The student successfully completes a Geometry class in grade 9.

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It is possible to earn credit for select grade school courses.  In May, special examinations are administered by the mathematics and 

world languages departments for qualified incoming freshmen who wish placement in higher courses than those for which they are 

recommended.   

Students who were not recommended for, but wish to be considered for the Honors sequence in Mathematics (or a higher placement 

with that sequence) may request to take the special examination. To succeed, a student must have a strong background in 

mathematics, especially Algebra. Results of the exam will determine final placement in Mathematics courses for the following year.  A 

student may earn retroactive credit for Algebra 1 taken in grade school if he or she enters and successfully completes geometry or 

geometry honors as a freshman.   

A student may earn credit for a world language taken in Middle School provided: 

1. The transcript received from Middle School specifies the world language course taken. 
2. A formal grade is given for the class (pass/fail grades cannot be accepted). 
3. The student successfully completes level 2 of that language in grade 9. 

The grade received in Middle School will count toward the studentôs GPA in high school. 

The previous teacher(s) or parents may recommend students for placement in the Basic Skills program. Students with a current 

Individualized Education plan (IEP) for mild/moderate learning disability may be placed in the Basic Skills class for one period each day. 

 

MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION 

Academic Probation 

Students are placed on Academic Probation by the registrar if they fail two or more courses during any semester.  The ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ 

counselor will meet with the student and parent(s)/guardian(s) to formulate a plan of action.  Students who have two or more 

failures for two consecutive semesters in any combination of classes will have their cases reviewed by the administrative team to 

determine if they will be allowed to register for the next semester.  This could result in students having to withdraw during the 

middle of the school year if they fail two courses the second semester of the previous school year and two courses during the first 

semester of the current school year.  Re-enrollment may be considered if students successfully complete approved summer school 

and or online courses (see the registrar for approved course options).  Student should attempt to make up any failed course(s) by

Athletic and Co-Curricular Eligibility 

Students must pass five one-credit courses in the previous quarter to be eligible for participation in athletics and co-curricular 

activities.  Students who do not pass five one-credit courses in one quarter are ineligible to participate in competitions and 

performances for the following full quarter.  Students are only allowed to attend practices/meetings if the next academic quarter 

ends prior to the end of the season or final performance.  Semester grades determine eligibility at the end of the second and fourth 

quarters. 

Auditing a Course 

As a general policy, Saint Joseph's High School does not permit students to audit classes. In special cases, after consulting their 

counselor and the teacher, students may request to audit a course. Final approval of all class audits rests with the teacher. All work 

for an audit class is at the discretion of the teacher. An audit student may not take the place of a student taking the course for credit.  

These arrangements must be made at the time of registration for the school year. 

It is the responsibility of the audit candidate to request permission of the teacher to audit a particular class. The student is required 

to meet with the teacher and a list of class requirements must be agreed upon. After the meeting, the teacher, student, parent and  
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counselor must sign the Audit Request Form available in the Guidance Office. If the student does not adhere to the requirements, 

the student could be removed from the class. 

Changing a Schedule

Meetings with counselors and consultation with parents should ensure that the courses selected are in place for the following 

academic year. A class can only be changed if it falls under the following: 

1. If a course is canceled for lack of enrollment, a student may select another available course. 
2. If a course is over subscribed, those students dropped from it may select another available course. 
3. If a student fails a prerequisite course or if a student in placed in an inappropriate course, the student may select another 

available course. 
4. If a student desires a schedule change after registration but prior to May 1, they may do so if the course is available.

When schedule adjustments are necessary due to a level change the following must be considered: 

1. Level changes recommended by the teacher and agreed upon by the parents may take place within the first five weeks of a 
semester. This change is not reflected on the transcript. 

2. Level changes between the fifth and eleventh week will result in a grade of W on the transcript for the changed course. 
Level changes cannot be made two weeks before the end of the first and third quarter. 

3. If a student withdraws from a class after the eleventh week without a level change, a WF will be recorded on the transcript. 
4. Level changes may not occur after the eleventh week.

Electives 

While a number of electives are listed for each grade level, students should take only as many elective courses as they feel they can 

effectively handle. There is no one program that applies to all students. Therefore, each student should take elective courses based 

on personal goals and objectives. However, all students must take a minimum of six classes each semester.

Grade Point Average 

Saint Joseph's High School uses a weighted grading system. Courses are designated as College Prep A, College Prep B, or Honors. The 

scale below is used to determine the value of each letter grade.  

Courses included are on an A-F scale, with plusses and minuses assigned a point value. Grades are weighted according to the level of 

difficulty of the course. Transcript grades not included are those that carry Pass/Fail, No Credit, and Withdrawn grades. 

In order to determine the cumulative GPA of students who transfer to Saint Joseph's High School, the Director of Student Services 

equates grades received at the previous school to the point values below. If it is impossible to make this determination, the 

transferring student is given credit for previous work with a passing grade.

Prerequisites 

Many courses have prerequisites (conditions that must be met before taking a course). Departmental approval and previous courses 

are examples. All prerequisites are listed in the course descriptions. Students may not register for courses for which they have not 

met the prerequisites. 

Repeating a Course 

Students who fail required courses are expected to repeat them, but students may also opt to repeat any course in which they 

receive a C or lower. The student must contact his/her counselor to make the appropriate arrangements. 

After the course has been repeated and passed, the student will receive credit, the failing grade will be excluded, and the higher

Study Halls 

Students will be assigned to quiet study halls for any periods they are not scheduled into a class or lunch. 

Summer School 

Students who fail a class during the school year may be required to make up the course in summer school. Students should contact 

the Guidance Department for information about which courses will be available. 

 

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS 

 
The burden of responsibility for meeting the requirements for graduation from Saint Joseph's High School, as well as the Core 40 

and Academic Honors Diploma, rests with the student. 

College entrance requirements vary so it is important that students check requirements for particular colleges. The responsibility of 

planning a high school program that meets these requirements rests with the students. Guidance counselors can furnish information 

as needed.

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THEOLOGY DEPARTMENT 

The goal of the Theology Department is to help each student achieve a conscious and active faith. The object of this faith is not 

merely a collection of abstract ideas. It is the person of Jesus, our Lord, who said, "I have come that they may have life and have an 

abundance of it" (John 10:10). 

Christian faith challenges us to a personal commitment to the risen Jesus who now lives and reigns with the Father and the Holy 

Spirit, who is still present to us in spirit and power. Faith calls us to demonstrate the life that God gives us through our service to 

others, communion with God in prayer, and our personal integrity. The Theology Department provides opportunity to grow in 

service and prayer. All are called to conversion to holiness through participation in the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist. 

Theology Department courses provide a solid understanding of the basic teachings of the Catholic Church, a familiarity with Sacred 

Scripture and Sacred Tradition, and an awareness of our historical past. Students learn the meaning of Catholic Sacraments, Liturgy, 

and ritual. Students discover that Morality, Justice, and the Truth of Revelation are objective because they are God-given.  

Students are challenged to reflect Christ by following the example of countless saints who have each chiseled a unique facet of

Digital Communication Tools (1110) 

Grades 9-12 1 credit

after graduation.  Students will learn the capabilities and 
operation of high-tech hardware and software and will 
develop proficiency using a variety of computer input and 
output technologies, including touch keyboarding, speech 
recognition and handwriting recognition.

Students will learn the financial concepts and principles that 
provide a basis of avoiding financial pitfalls and prepares 
students for the roles and responsibilities of consumers, 
producers, entrepreneurs, and citizens.

It 
presents such topics as laws and their ethical foundation, 
constitutional rights, our court systems, criminal and civil law 
and procedure, and contract law.  Instructional strategies 
include review and discussion of previous court cases, guest 
speakers, and Internet research. 

 

Accounting 1 (1131-32) 

Grades 10-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:   B

procedures for proprietorships and partnerships using 
double-entry accounting.  Emphasis is placed on accounting 
principles as they relate to both manual and automated 
financial systems.

Computer Applications, Advanced (1150)

includes word processing, spreadsheets, database, graphics, 
and presentation applications.

This course is designed for students who are reading at or 
near grade level but need additional work in language arts 
skills: spelling, grammar, word usage and form, vocabulary, 
composition, and reading comprehension. Students are 
placed in this course on the basis of test scores (especially the 
Placement Test), grade school record, and teacher 
recommendation. This course employs the same kinds of 
materials as ENGLISH 9B but at a slower pace.

English 10 H (2131-32) 

Grade 10 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale: Honors

Prerequisite: B or higher in English 9H (or equivalent course) 
 

This course builds on the foundation of ENGLISH 9 H. 
Emphasis is placed on reading literary classics and mythology, 
writing essays of increasing complexity, and presenting 
formal speeches. A student accepting the challenge of this 
course is expected to read regularly and carefully and to be 
able to master material without classroom drill. A research 
paper is required. Summer reading is required prior to this 
course.

others.  Students examine a wide variety of literary 
genres that reflect the English-speaking peoples from 
the Anglo-Saxon Period to the present.  Students 
analyze how the ideas and concepts presented in the 
works are both interconnected and distinctly reflective 
of the cultures and the countries in which they were 
written. 
 

Mass Media (2360) 

Grades 11-12 1 credit

This course is based on Indiana's Academic Standards 
for English/Language Arts and the High School 
Journalism Standards, is the study of the importance of 
mass media as pervasive in modern life at the local, 
national, and global levels as well as a study of the 
impact of mass communications messages of news, 
entertainment, and persuasion on everyday life.  
Students analyze the history, governance, and ethical 
issues of mass media to gain a perspective on how 
influential the mass media have become.  Students use 
media literacy and mass communications skills to 
become knowledgeable consumers of mass media to 
prepare them for their roles as informed citizens in a 
democratic society.

This course is based on Indiana's Academic Standards for 
English/Language Arts and emphasizing the High School 
Literature Standards, is a study of the distinct features of the 
novel, such as narrative and fictional elements of setting, 
conflict, climax, and resolution, and may be organized by 
historical periods, themes, or authors.  Students examine 
novels of a given period, such as Victorian, the Modern 
Period, or Contemporary Literature, and what distinguishes 
novels from short stories, epics, romances, biographies, 
science fiction, and others.  Students analyze novels by 
various important authors in the past and present or sets of 
novels in a given time period or across time periods or 
covering a particular theme. 

 

The Art of Film (Film Literature) (2350) 
Grades 11-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale: B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

This course is not an approved core course by NCAA 
Clearinghouse. 

 

This course is based on Indiana's Academic Standards for 
English/Language Arts and emphasizing the High School 
Literature Standards, is a study of how literature is adapted 
for film or media and includes role playing as film directors 
for selected screen scenes.  Students read about the history 
of film, the reflection or influence of film on the culture, and 
issues of interpretation, production and adaptation.  Students 
examine the visual interpretation of literary techniques and 
auditory language in film and the limitations or special 
capacities of film versus text to present a literary work. 
Students analyze how films portray the human condition and 
the roles of men and women and the various ethnic or 
cultural minorities in the past and present.  FILM LITERATURE 
PROJECT:  Students complete a project, such as doing an 
historical timeline and bibliography on the development of 
film or the creation of a short- subject film, which 
demonstrates knowledge, application, and progress in the 
Film Literature course content.

English Language and Composition, AP, is an advanced 
placement course based on Indiana's Academic Standards for 
English/Language Arts in Grade 11 or 12.  The course is based 
on content established by the College Board.  The College 
Board course description says:  An AP course in English 
Language and Composition engages students in becoming 
skilled readers of prose written in a variety of periods, 
disciplines, and rhetorical contexts, and in becoming skilled 
writers who compose for a variety of purposes. Both their 
writing and their reading should make students aware of the 
interactions among a writer's purposes, audience 
expectations, and subjects as well as the way generic 
conventions and the resources of language contribute to 
effectiveness in writing.  
 
Students are prepared to take both the English Language and 
Composition AP test and the English Literature AP test.  
Students are expected to take one or both of these exams. 

 

Creative Writing (2320)

CREATIVE WRITING PROJECT:   Students complete a project, 
such as a short story, a narrative or epic poem, a persuasive 
speech or letter, a book review, a script or short play, or 
other creative compositions, which demonstrates knowledge, 
application, and writing progress in the Creative Writing 
course content.

Students analyze how live 
performance alters interpretation from text and how 
developments in acting and production have altered the way 
we interpret plays or scripts. Students analyze the 
relationship between the development of dramatic literature 
as entertainment and as a reflection or influence on the 
culture.

Offerings in art and music serve as an introduction to students for creativity through self-expression. The offerings in music are

Students must provide their primary instrument.  This is a 
one year course unless the student has permission from the 
instructor. 
 
These courses are based on the Indiana Academic Standards 
for High School Instrumental Music. This course provides 
students with a balanced comprehensive study of music 
through the concert band, which develops skills in the 
psychomotor, cognitive, and affective domains. Ensemble and 
solo activities are designed to develop elements of 
musicianship including tone production, technical skills, 
intonation, music reading skills, listening skills, analyzing 
music, studying historically significant styles of literature, and 
integration of other applicable disciplines.  
Experiences include improvising, conducting, playing by ear, 
and sight-reading. Students develop the ability to understand 
and convey the composer's intent in performance of music. 
Time outside of the school day may be scheduled for 
rehearsals and performances. A limited number of public 
performances may serve as a culmination of daily rehearsal 
and musical goals. Students are required to participate in 
performance opportunities outside of the school day that 
support and extend learning in the classroom.

Through a variety of instructional 
strategies, students practice the development of functional 
health information (essential concepts); determine personal 
values that support health behaviors; develop group norms 
that value a healthy lifestyle; develop the essential skills 
necessary to adopt, practice, and maintain health-enhancing 
behaviors. This course includes the application of priority 
areas in a planned, sequential, comprehensive health 
education curriculum. Priority areas include: promoting 
personal health and wellness, physical activity, healthy 
eating, promoting safety and preventing unintentional injury 
and violence, promoting mental and emotional health, a 
tobacco-free lifestyle and an alcohol- and other drug-free 
lifestyle and promoting human development and family 
health. This course provides students with the knowledge and 
skills of health and wellness core concepts, analyzing 
influences, accessing information, interpersonal 
communication, decision-making and goal-setting skills, 
health-enhancing behaviors, and health and wellness 
advocacy skills.  Students also gain knowledge of the 
physiology of the body. 
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MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT    
 

Mathematics is the key to unlocking the mysteries of science, business, psychology, and many other areas of life. As such, its study 
cannot be limited to rote memorization of rules and formulas, but must encompass a much broader and richer understanding of the 
concepts underlying its entire structure. In short, mathematics cannot be limited solely to textbook learning but must reach the 
larger horizon of the practical and theoretical worlds, without sacrificing rich and fulfilling abstractions. 

A strong honors sequence, concluding with the equivalent of a second-year course in calculus, heads the Mathematics program. A 
rigorous four-year college preparatory sequence offers many options, while the "A" sequence, offering three years of study through 
a second year of algebra, meets the needs of the college-bound student having mathematical difficulties. All courses require 
departmental approval. 

Technology is a vital part of the curriculum. The TI-84 graphing calculator is required for all courses except calculus (in which the TI-
89 is preferred). While it is not a prerequisite that students enter with previous experience in the use of a calculator, this can be 
advantageous. In addition, the department offers a sequence in Computer Science. 

Students are strongly encouraged to take four years of mathematics, no matter the track or sequence of courses. There is sufficient 
flexibility in the program to accommodate the needs of most students. Although the first three years of the curriculum (ALGEBRA 1, 
GEOMETRY, ALGEBRA 2) allow some flexibility in movement to lower levels (e.g. GEOMETRY H to GEOMETRY) at most times during 
the first semester, some other changes are not possible past the fifth day of the beginning of the first semester. These include 
PRECALCULUS to DISCRETE MATH and vice versa, and generally moving up a level. 

Students are not allowed to audit mathematics courses unless they are repeating a course, with departmental approval, which they 
have already passed. Approval would be given only to those students who fail the second semester of a course and are required to 
take both semesters over; thus they would audit the first semester and get credit for the second semester. 

In rare situations, a mathematically talented eighth grader with an exceptionally strong background and a love of the subject may be 
able to take the special Placement Exam in May and place into a higher "Honors" course.

MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT 

Algebra 1 (4101-02) 

Grades 9-11 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  A 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

 
This course covers basically the same materials as ALGEBRA 1 
(Coll. Prep. B), but at a slower pace with smaller class size for 
more individual assistance. There is not as much depth or 
emphasis placed on problem solving in this course as 
compared to ALGEBRA 1 (Coll. Prep. B)  
 

Algebra 1 (4111-12) 

Grade 9-10 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

 
This course provides a formal development of the algebraic 
skills and concepts necessary for students to succeed in 
advanced courses.  In particular, the instructional program in 
this course provides for the use of algebraic skills in a wide 
range of problem-solving situations.  The concept of function 
is emphasized throughout the course.  Topics include: (1) 
operations with real numbers, (2) linear equations and 
inequalities, (3) relations and functions, (4) polynomials, (5) 
algebraic fractions, and (6) nonlinear equations. 
 

Geometry (4201-02)

This course covers much of the same material as GEOMETRY 
(Coll. Prep B). It is designed to place more emphasis on 
experimentation and application. Some review of basic 
algebra needed to do certain types of geometric problems is 
included. 
 

Geometry (4211-12) 

Grades 9-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors 
Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Algebra 1 (College Prep. B) 

 
In this course students examine the properties of two- and 
three-dimensional objects.  Proof and logic, as well as 
investigative strategies in drawing conclusions, are stressed.  
Properties and relationships of geometric objects include the 
study of: (1) points, lines, angles and planes; (2) polygons, 
with a special focus on quadrilaterals, triangles, right triangles; 
(3) circles; and (4) polyhedra and other solids.  Use of 
graphing calculators and computer drawing programs is 
encouraged. 

 

 
Geometry H (4221-22) 

Grades 9-10 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  Honors 

Core 40                         Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Departmental approval 

 
The normal study of Euclidean geometry is completed at an 
accelerated pace with primary emphasis on logic, proof 
exemplified by a style of writing indicative of both inductive 
and deductive thought processes, and problem solving. 
Extension of geometric concepts to the third dimension is 
expected. Numerous projects are completed during the year, 
and, during the second semester, trigonometry is introduced, 
as well as some ALGEBRA 1 topics are revisited. Students will 
be expected to participate regularly in local and national 
contests. The course is intended for the highly interested and 
motivated as well as mathematically talented student. It is 
also expected that students have a full year of eighth grade 
algebra before being considered for this course. Students 
without a full year who have a strong mathematical ability 
may opt to take the Mathematics Department Placement 
Exam to determine eligibility 

 

Algebra 2 (4301-02) 

Grades 10-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  A 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Geometry or Geometry H 

 
This course is intended to develop further the basic algebraic 
skills of ALGEBRA 1 as well as to cover the same topics as 
ALGEBRA 2 (Coll. Prep. B). It is taught at a slower pace with 
smaller class size for individual assistance. There is not as 
much depth or emphasis placed on problem solving as 
compared to ALGEBRA 2 (Coll. Prep. B). 

 

Algebra 2 (4311-12) 

Grades 11-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale: B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

This course extends the content of Algebra I and provides 
further development of the concept of a function.  Topics 
include: (1) relations, functions, equations and inequalities; 
(2) conic sections; (3) polynomials; (4) algebraic fractions; (5) 
logarithmic and exponential functions; (6) sequences and 
series; and (7) counting principles and probability.

This course is a rigorous approach to the study of second-
year algebra with a strong emphasis on theory and concepts. 
In addition to the basic topics of algebra and trigonometry as 
outlined in ALGEBRA 2, this course covers topics such as 
linear programming and advanced functions and also goes 
more into depth with all topics, especially trigonometry. 
Students are expected to do a considerable amount of 
independent work and experimentation. 

 

Discrete Mathematics  (4410) 

Grade 11-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 

 
Discrete Mathematics is an umbrella of mathematical topics. 
It is a course designed for students who will undertake 
higher-level mathematics in college that may not include 
calculus.  
Topics include: (1) counting techniques, (2) matrices, (3) 
recursion, and other topics as time allow (e.g. graph theory, 
social choice, linear programming, and game theory.  
Technology such as computers and computer programs is 
encouraged. 

 

Precalculus (4430) 

Grade 11-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale: B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Trigonometry 

 
Precalculus blends the concepts and skills that must be 
mastered before enrollment in a college-level calculus 
course.  The course includes the study of (1) relations and 
functions, (2) exponential and logarithmic functions, (3) 
sequences and series, and (4) data analysis.

Trigonometry (4470)

Topics include: (1) descriptive statistics, (2) 
probability, and (3) statistical inference. Practical examples 
based on real experimental data are used throughout.

Biology 1 (L) (6121-22)

Human Biology (L) (6150) 
(Adv. Science, Special Topics)

Prerequisite:  Biology 1B/1H and Chemistry 1B/1H 

 
This course provides an investigation of the anatomy, 
physiology, and pathology of the human body. It is 
recommended for students who are interested in health-
related careers, are highly motivated academically, and have 
well developed study skills to meet the demands of this 
course. Prerequisites include a firm grasp of cell structure 
and function, the basics of genetics, and molecular biology.

This course is an interdisciplinary course that integrates 
biology, Earth science, chemistry, and other disciplines. 
Students enrolled in this course conduct in-depth scientific 
studies of ecosystems, population dynamics, resource 
management, and environmental consequences of natural 
and anthropogenic processes. Students formulate, design, 
and carry out laboratory and field investigations as an 
essential course component. Students completing 
Environmental Science, Advanced acquire the essential tools 
for understanding the complexities of national and global 
environmental systems. 

 

Human Genetics (L) (6170) 
Advanced Science, Special Topics) 

Grades 11-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisites:  Biology 1B/1H and Chemistry 1B/1H 

 
In this course, through use of a variety of resources 
(periodicals, books, internet, and interviews), students will 
explore topics ranging from gene structure and function to 
current advances in biotechnology and their applications to 
human inheritance, forensic science and the genetic future of 
humankind. Considerable time will be devoted to the 
discussion of the ethical, legal, and social implications of 
these advances. Students must have an understanding of 
Mendelian genetics, be highly motivated and interested in 
the study of human inheritance and be willing and able to 
devote the time required to background preparation for 
participation in discussion.

This course is based on laboratory investigations of matter, 
chemical reactions, and the role of energy in those reactions. 
Students enrolled in Chemistry I compare, contrast, and 
synthesize useful models of the structure and properties of 
matter and the mechanisms of its interactions.  In addition, 
students enrolled in this course are expected to: (1) gain an 
understanding of the history of chemistry, (2) explore the 
uses of chemistry in various careers, (3) investigate chemical 
questions and problems related to personal needs and 
societal issues, and (4) learn and practice laboratory safety. 

 

Chemistry 1 H (L) (6221-22) 

Grades 10-11 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  Honors 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisites:  Past/concurrent enrollment in a trigonometry 
course and departmental approval 

 
This course presents a comprehensive introduction to 
chemistry with emphasis on periodic relationships and 
stoichiometry. Laboratory experiments provide a means for 
developing techniques of problem solving and scientific 
analysis. Quarter projects of an independent nature involving 
both written and experimental research are required. 

 

AP Chemistry 2 H (L) (6251-52) 

Grades 11-12  2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  Honors 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Advanced Placement 

Prerequisite:  Chemistry 1B/1H and departmental approval 

 
This is a course that is the equivalent of an introductory 
college chemistry course for majors.  The content for this 
course has been established by the College Board. Topics 
include: (1) structure of matter ς atomic theory and 
structure, chemical bonding, molecular models, nuclear 
chemistry; (2) states of matter ς gases, liquids and solids, 
solutions; (3) reactions ς reaction types, stoichiometry, 
equilibrium, kinetics and thermodynamics.  
This course requires additional class time, and students are 
expected to take this AP exam.

Physics (L) (6311-12) 

Grades 11-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Past/concurrent enrollment In trigonometry or 
with departmental approval 

 
This is a laboratory-based course in which students 
synthesize the fundamental concepts and principles related 
to matter and energy, including mechanics, wave motion, 
heat, light, electricity, magnetism, atomic and subatomic 
physics.  Through regular laboratory study using such 
quantities as velocity, acceleration, force, energy, 
momentum, and charge, students (1) examine the nature and 
scope of physics, including its relationship to other sciences 
and its ability to describe phenomena using physical laws, (2) 
describe the history of physics and its role in the birth of 
technology, (3) explore the uses of its models, theories, and 
laws in various careers, and (4) investigate physics questions 
and problems related to personal needs and societal issues. 

 

Physics H (L) (6331-32) 

Grades 11-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale: Honors 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisite:  Concurrent enrollment in Precalculus and 
departmental approval 

 
This course is comparable to Physics 1B, but the material is 
covered in greater depth with emphasis on independent study 
and student initiative.  Students are expected to have a high 
interest in science, especially physics, to have high 
mathematics skills, to read well with high comprehension, to 
be self motivated and capable of pursuing independent 
learning.

This course is the equivalent of a first year college physics 
course for physics majors. The content for this course has 
been established by the College Board and includes the use 
of calculus. Topics and their relative emphasis include:  (1) 
Newtonian Mechanics (50%); (2) Electricity and Magnetism 
(50%).   
This course requires additional class time, and students are 
expected to take this AP exam as part of the course 
evaluation. 

 

Advanced Research in Science H (L) (6601-02) 
(Science Research, Independent Study) 

Grades 11-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  Honors 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

Prerequisites:  Biology 1B/1H,  Chemistry 1B/1H and 
departmental approval 

 
This is a course offered to students who want to gain a 
substantial exposure to scientific research; this course 
enables students to work individually or in groups on one of a 
number of research projects. Students will be expected to 
work relatively independently to acquire the necessary 
background for the research area they have chosen, and they 
should be able and willing to devote substantial time and 
energy to preparing for the presentation and publication of 
the results of their research. Juniors who wish to do research 
in preparation for science fairs or other competitions may 
repeat this course for credit.

It is designed to help students appreciate history 
while working on reading, study, map and chart reading, and 
participation/discussion skills. 

 

World History and Civilization (7011-12) 

Grade 9-10 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 
 

This course emphasizes events and developments in the past 
that greatly affected large numbers of people across broad 
areas and that significantly influenced peoples and places in 
subsequent eras.  Key events related to people and places as 
well as trans-cultural interaction and exchanges are 
examined in this course.  Students are expected to compare 
and contrast events and developments involving diverse 
peoples and civilizations in different regions of the world.  
They will examine examples of continuity and change, 
universality and particularity, and unity and diversity among 
various peoples and cultures from the past to the present. 
Students are also expected to practice skills and process of 
historical thinking and research and apply content knowledge 
to the practice of thinking and inquiry skills and processes.  
There will be continuous and pervasive interactions of 
processes and content, skills and substance, in the teaching 
and learning of history. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
World History and Civilization H (7031-32) 

Grade 9-10 2 credits 

2 semesters Honors 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 
 

This course is a survey of the history of mankind. Emphasis is 
placed on the development of reading and research skills 
necessary for the study of history and on developing an 
understanding of historical concepts. There is much reading, 
writing and discussion of historical interpretation. Students 
will examine early civilizations such as Egypt, Mesopotamia, 
the Indus Valley and China. They will study the contributions 
of ancient Greece and Rome; examine the regional 
civilizations of medieval Europe, the culture of the Byzantine 
Empire and the development of the Islamic world. The 
Renaissance, the scientific and industrial revolutions and 
global imperialism will be analyzed. Students enrolling in this 
course should have good study and communication skills. 

 

Geography and History of the World (7101-02) 

Grades 10-12 2 credits 

2 semesters Grading Scale:  B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

 
This course is designed to enable students to use 
geographical skills and historical concepts to deepen their 
understanding of major global themes including the origin 
and spread of world religions; exploration; conquest, and 
imperialism; urbanization; and innovations and revolutions.  
 
Geographical and historical skills include forming research 
questions, acquiring information by investigating a variety of 
primary and secondary sources, organizing information by 
creating graphic representations, analyzing information to 
determine and explain patterns and trends, and presenting 
and documenting findings orally and/or in writing. The 
historical geography concepts used to explore the global 
themes include change over time, origin, diffusion, physical 
systems, cultural landscapes, and spatial distribution and 
interaction.  
 
Using these skills, concepts and the processes associated with 
them, students are able to analyze, evaluate, and make 
predictions about major global developments. This course is 
designed to nurture perceptive, responsible citizenship, 
encourage and support the development of critical thinking 
skills and lifelong learning, and to help prepare Indiana 
students for the 21st Century.

Students are expected to trace and analyze 
chronological periods and examine the significant themes 
and concepts in U.S. History.  They will develop historical 
thinking and research skills and use primary and secondary 
sources to explore topical issues and to understand the cause 
for changes in the nation over time.

This course is designed to provide students with the analytic 
skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with 
the problems and materials in United States history. The 
program prepares students for intermediate and advanced 
college courses by making demands upon them equivalents to 
those made by full-year introductory college courses. Students 
will learn to assess historical materials - their relevance to a 
given interpretative problem, reliability, and importance - and 
to weigh the evidence and interpretations presented in 
historical scholarship. Students will develop the skills 
necessary to arrive at conclusions on the basis of informed 
judgment and to present reasons and evidence clearly and 
persuasively in essay format. Students are expected to take 
this AP exam. 

 
US Government (7300) 

Grade 12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale: A 

Core 40 
 
This course provides a basic background of our government 
and political process.  It is designed to help students develop 
reading, writing, and study skills while gaining basic knowledge 
of underlying principles of our system, the Constitution, the 
three branches of the federal government, and citizen 
participation through voting.

This course provides students with the study and application of 
basic economic theory, including the principles of both macro 
and micro-economics. Students will understand economic 
thinking and make practical applications of theory.

This course examines the allocation of resources and their 
uses for satisfying human needs and wants. The course 
analyzes economic reasoning used by consumers, producers, 
savers, investors, workers, voters, and government in making 
decisions.  Key elements of the course include study of 
scarcity and economic reasoning, supply and demand, market 
structures, role of government, national income 
determination, and the role of financial institutions, 
economic stabilization, and trade. Students will explain that 
because resources are limited, people must make choices 
and understand the role that supply, demand, prices, and 
profits play in a market economy. The functions of 
government in a market economy and market structures will 
be examined.  Students will understand economic 
performance, money, stabilization policies, and trade of the 
United States. The behavior of people, societies and 
institutions and economic thinking is integral to this course. 

 
AP Macroeconomics H (7420)

This course provides students with the content established by 
the College Board. Topics include: (1) basic economic 
concepts, (2) measurement of economic performance, (3) 
national income and price determination, (4) economic growth, 
and (5) international finance, exchange rates, and balance of 
payments.

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Psychology (7440) 

Grades 11-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale: B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

 
This course is the scientific study of mental processes and 
behavior. The standards have divided the course into six 
content areas. Scientific Methods explores research methods 
and ethical consideration. Developmental psychology takes a 
life span approach to physical, cognitive, language, 
emotional, social, and moral development. Cognitive aspects 
of the course focus on learning, memory, information 
processing, and language.  Personality, Assessment, and 
Mental Health topics include psychological disorders, 
treatment, personality, and assessment. Socio-cultural 
dimensions of behavior deal with topics such as conformity, 
obedience, perceptions, attitudes, and influence of the group 
on the individual. The Biological Basis focuses on the way the 
brain and nervous system function, including sensation, 
perception, motivation, and emotion. 

 

Sociology (7450) 

Grade 10-12 1 credit 

1 semester Grading Scale: B 

Core 40 Academic Honors Diploma 

 
This course allows students to study human social behavior 
from a group perspective. The sociological perspective is a

The influence of culture on 
group behavior is addressed through institutions such as the 
family, religion, education, economics, community 
organizations, government, and political and social groups.  
The impact of social groups and institutions on group and 
individual behavior and the changing nature of society will be 
examined.  Influences on group behavior and social problems 
are included in the course.  Students will also analyze the role 
of individuals in the community and social problems in 
ǘƻŘŀȅΩǎ ǿƻǊƭŘΦ 
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The major objectives of learning a world language are to communicate one's ideas in another language and to appreciate and gain 

insight into the culture of heritage speakers. Therefore, the classroom must become a "cultural island" with the target language 

being used from the first level as soon as possible. The student, too, is expected to use the target language, and this includes 

ordinary conversation from the moment the student enters the classroom. A student is encouraged to study the language selected 

for four years. In order to progress to the next level of a language, the student must have at least a "C" average in the prior level or 

have the recommendation of the language teacher and department. A student transferring into the school must have a "C" average 

or its equivalent. 

Although the Saint Joseph's Fine Arts requirement may be met by completing four years of the same language, this does not fulfill 

the same requirement for the Indiana Academic Honors Diploma.

(1) reading, (2) writing, (3) listening, (4) speaking, (5) 
mathematical computation, (6) note taking, (7) study and 
organizational skills, and (8) problem-solving skills that are 
essential for high school course work achievement.
